HOW TO DO:

3. A list of homebound complete with addresses/telephone numbers was provided.  

4. Church staff had a spreadsheet with all homebound members.  People viewed the spreadsheet to determine which homebound had not yet been selected then selected one.  This meant every homebound was being touched.

5. Every volunteer was signed up on Sunday morning/evening.  

6. The info was returned to the office and entered into our database.  Some info (favorite song/scripture) was used in the homebound’s funeral service.
