HC writes:  I do not know if I can be of any help in helping anyone know for sure the 
Lord's will in relocating.  It's always a struggle for me.

I have found that God does give peace about a move.  It's often hard to 
discern between our desires or God's will.  But one thing is sure, God wants to let us know more than we want to know.  Sometimes it's just a matter of surrendering to do what he wants, or go where he leads.  It has always seemed to be that providence plays a big roll.  God opens and closes the door.  (Acts 16: 6 - 10)  

There have been times I felt a certain move was His will, then He closes the door.  Later when we look back we see how it would have been the wrong move altogether.

I think we just have to pray and wait on the Lord, and when the door opens, he will give us peace OR He will close the door.  As I re-read this, it doesn't seem to make sense.  But God does lead His preachers, and we just have to wait on Him, and sometimes doors open that we never dreamed of.

We'll be in prayer with you - do not be discouraged, God is never late.
