SMALL CELL PRAYER CIRCLES
Note:  This prayer circle exists for the purpose of evangelistic praying.  It is not a time to take prayer requests for sickness, etc.  Do your best to keep it focused on evangelistic praying.

Instructions for the Prayer Circle Director:  

1. Gather your prayer circle in the assigned meeting place.  Everyone should be seated within an arm’s length distance.  

2. A prayer circle prays person by person in a circle (line). This encourages personal involvement and is preferred to a single person being selected to pray on behalf of all.  

3. Please follow this process:

a. Thank each person for joining you in this prayer time.

b. Point out that each person will be given the opportunity to pray in the way/length best suited for that person.  
c. Some may prefer not to pray or to pray silently.  In such cases they may indicate they are finished by squeezing the hand of the next person.  That person can then pray.  

d. Read the names/information on each prayer request form.  

i. Sometimes these prayer request forms will be from people other than those in your circle.  In such cases, read what is contained on the prayer request form.  There is no reason to elaborate further.

ii. Sometimes these prayer request forms will come from your own circle.  The participants may wish to add some information to aid your time of prayer.  

e. The prayer director will conclude the circle by praying a dismissal prayer.  We will dismiss from our prayer circles.  
f. The prayer director will then return all the prayer slips to Sharon’s office.  These slips will be evaluated for any follow-up then destroyed. 

4. The pastor/outreach director will try to limit the size of each circle to six people.  This will personalize the circle as much as possible.

5. The Prayer Director is encouraged to emphasize these names in his/her Sunday School class. 
Meeting Places:

1. Sanctuary (two at a given time):  

a. Under the balcony next to the piano and in the opposite back corner.  

b. Under the balcony next to the organ and in the opposite back corner.

2. Choir room

3. Koinonia classroom
4. Theophilus classroom
5. Dorcas classroom

6. Fidelis classroom

7. Bruce Cooper classroom

8. Fellowship hall

Instructions for the Pastor/Outreach Director:

1. Limit the circles to six people or to the size of the class (or a combination of classes).  

2. Give time for the people to pray effectively rather than rush through their prayer time.  This would suggest ending the sanctuary service by 7:40.  Plan on five minutes to reassemble into prayer groups and distribute the names for prayer.
