Assignment:  Brainstorm these questions in the following procedure:

1. Each person speaks in turn and no one is allowed to speak out of turn.  

2. One person gives an answer, the answer is recorded, the person to the right then gives an answer, the answer is recorded, and the process continues until two minutes elapse without any further answers.  This two minute lapse indicates that all of the ideas are exhausted and the brainstorming is over.

3. If a person does not have an answer then that person states, “I pass,” and the discussion continues to the next person.  This person can resume providing ideas when the discussion returns to him/her.

Question #1 -  What waves did 26th Street ride during its best days in the 1950 – 1975 success years?  (Hint:  Review the advantages you developed from the last session or think about certain traditions which the church established).

· As a team rate each of these waves as to its importance at that time according to the following categories:  big wave, average wave, small wave.  

· As a team rate each of these waves as to its current status (year 2000) according to the following categories:  gone, ending, peaking, growing.

Question #2 -  What waves (perhaps some are newer than in the previous question) are we riding at the present time?  

· As a team rate each of these waves as to its importance at this time according to the following categories:  Big wave, average wave, small wave.  

· As a team rate each of these waves as to its current status according to the following categories: ending, peaking, growing.

Question #3 – What waves might now be building (we may not yet be taking advantage of these waves)?

· Number each one of these waves beginning with the number one until you finish.

· Do this part in silence:  

1. Each person takes a yellow post-it note and writes down the three waves in Question 3 which have the greatest potential.

2. Without speaking each person then places a mark on the flip chart next to each wave they picked.  

3. The recorder then adds up the marks and circles the three waves which received the highest votes.  

4. Briefly discuss those three waves and be prepared to share with us why these received the highest votes.  

Return to the fellowship hall and share your wisdom with us!

Instructor:  

1. Divide the people into male/female to give a different combination.  This will also provide higher vote totals.  

2. Assign the ladies to the kitchen.  

3. Assign the men to the R.I.O.T. classroom.
