Scene 1.   Employment Office

Setup. – Stage lights are off.  Desk on left side of stage.  Spotlight shining on him.

Breianna (speaking on phone) – Donna I’ve only one last opening to fill, the Santa at the corner of 1492 and Everman Avenue.  (Pause) Yes that’s right, it will be just beside the Church.  (Pause) Yes it’s the Baptist Church that has the live nativity scene every year.   (Pause) Oh I agree.  It’s the best nativity in the city.  I take my kids every year.  Actually that’s where I go to church. 

All we have left is Mr.  Wilson?   Surely there is someone else. (pause) We can’t send him.  I don’t care if he has showed up every day this month asking for a job.

I don’t care he has his own Santa Suit.  I don’t even care if he has his own flying reindeer he is not fit to be a Santa.  (pause)  No one else?  What about your Uncle.  Hawaii huh?  Well send him in.  Maybe we’ll get lucky and he had a brain transplant during the year and has changed.

Wilson (Walks through door (no beard on))  - Brianna!  Long time no see. Tell me ole friend, why is it that I’m always the last Santa to get assigned?

Breianna– I don’t know, maybe the fact I spent last Christmas Eve pleading with Macy’s not to sue our employment agency because the Santa we sent them was telling all the kids to make sure their front door was unlocked before going to bed.

Wilson – I don’t believe that’s a crime, or I wouldn’t be here today. (pause)  Hey it was funny.

Breianna – (looking through papers) – Let’s review your job appraisals over the last 5 years.  I’ll only hit the highlights:

Breianna - Asking the Mothers for dates. 
Wilson – I’m lonely
Breianna - The collection pot is always 50% less than other parts of the city. 

Wilson – Cheapskates
Breianna - Drinking on the job.
Wilson – Never take hot chocolate from someone dressed like an elf.
Breianna - Breaking candy cane before giving them to the kids. 
Wilson - It makes them last longer.
Breianna - Telling kids they better sleep with one eye open.
Wilson - Good training in case  they go into the military.
Breianna - Asking for presents to be left on porch, asking for their parent’s credit card numbers, Rudolph was really a zebra, elves on strike no toys this year, Christmas trees let you spy on them.  But last year you topped it all off

Wilson – I thought the seeing eye dog needed a blind fold.  It was a slow day,  I was bored.

Breianna – Give me one reason why I should send you?

Wilson – You know, that I know, if you don’t fill all your openings that you lose your December bonus.  Gotcha!

Breianna -  (sighs, rubs forehead)  Well at least it is only for 1 night.  OK  go, but don’t call me to bail you out of jail.
Wilson – Would I do that?  Where’s my assignment?

Breianna - corner of 1492 and Everman Avenue.  By the Church.  Church.  Know what that is?  Maybe you should visit sometime.
Wilson – Ouch! That hurts.  Just send the paycheck to my home.  Merry Christmas.  (Wilson walks out)
Breianna – (Looking up) Lord.  We know what you did last Christmas for the orphanage.  (Laughs) this guy makes Mr. Lewis look like a saint.  Think we could have one more miracle?

Light fades
Scene 2 – Kid attack

Setup – Santa on left hand side of  stage.  Ringing bell.  

Santa – (Singing) Chestnuts roasting by an open fire.  Jack Frost freezing off your toes.   Wow I’m bored.  Wonder  what new prank I can pull on Breianna tonight.

(Kids start coming down center aisle.)
Stephen – Hey Mr. and Mrs. Barker aren’t here yet.

J.C. – Don’t worrying, I’ll be the director.

Nathan – No you won’t I will.

Zach – I’m a wiseman it should be me!

(Wander up to right hand side of stage on lower floor.)

Amanda – Hey look, it’s Santa.  (Kids go up on stage over to Santa)

Dakota – Santa what are you bringing me?

Delaney – Where’s your reindeer?

Abby – Forget the reindeer, what about your bag of toys. (goes over to bag and start trying to open it)
Sarah – Hey last year you forgot my bike!

Brandon – You forgot to eat my cookies.

Santa – Whoa…  Hold on you little muchins.  Have you got a speaking permit.  You can’t talk without a permit, so go over to your little…. Little…..whatever that thing is over there and keep away from me.  Unless you’ve got coins for my pot?
Stephen – Why does Santa need money?

J.C. – You charge for toys?

Nathan – Dad says you’re a crook every time we go to the store.

Zach – Are you the real Santa

Amanda – Is that beard real

Dakota – I said,  What are you bringing me for Christmas

Delaney - My dad shot one of your reindeer last month.  His head is hanging on the wall.  He said it was Dancer.  What are you going to do without Dancer?  Will Rudolph take his place?

Santa – (Shouting)  Everyone shut up.  No wonder your parents sent you out of the house on a cold night.  You fool with me and you’ll get rocks for Christmas.

Abby – I have a rock collection.  I like rocks.

Sarah – I have a pet rock. His name is Raymond.  Want to see him (pull rock out of pants)

Abby – That looks like a girl rock.  How can his name be Raymond?  Santa tell her that’s a girl rock.
Stephen – (Looking into money pot)  How much money you got.   Hey this pot is empty.  
Santa – Get out of there kid.  

Abby – (Picking up bag and looking in).  Hey Santa, who’s this bottle for.

Santa – Leave that alone.

J.C. – Isn’t Santa supposed to be happy?  You’re as mean as Mr. Lewis.  

Nathan – Are you related to Mr. Lewis.  
Abby – Are you going to throw out any orphans like Mr. Lewis tried to do last Christmas.

(Eddie and Rachael start walking down aisle)
Zach – How do you get around the world in one night?

Amanda – Why were you mean to Rudolph?  He couldn’t help it he had a red nose.  Are you mean to the other reindeers.

Delaney – You’re not fat like Santa is supposed to be.  You got worms?  My dog had worms.  Dad shot it.

Sarah – Look here comes Eddie and Rachel

Brandon – He’s our pastor.  You’d like him.  

Eddie ( Walking up to kids)  Kids go with Rachel and get in place.  It’s almost time for our show.

Santa – Preacher I’m glad to see you.  How to you stand those kids?  They about drove me crazy.

Eddie – Oh they’re just kids.  Good kids really.  More than happy to be out on a cold night to tell people about Christ.

Santa – Some animals eat their young.  I can see why.

Eddie – I assume you don’t have kids.  

Santa --  No I’m single.  Never found a woman who deserved me.

Eddie – I see.

Santa – Hey preacher, want to make a donation?
Eddie – What’s it go for?

Santa – Charity.

Eddie – What charity?
Santa – Well, I, I just give it to the employment office.  They take care of it.

Eddie – I see.

Rachel – Eddie come on the parents are starting to come by.

Eddie – Santa come on over later.  Let’s talk.

Santa – Sure preach,  I’ll  wander over later.

(Eddie goes over to kids.)

Scene 3 – Santa’s not really bad

Group is over at manger

Stephen – Wow Santa was really mean to us.  

J.C. – Rachel why was Santa no grouchy?

Rachel – I’m sure he was only one of Santa’s helper.  

Nathan – We know that, we were just playing with him.

Eddie – Sometimes we expect people to be something they’re not.   

Rachel – Sometimes people have problems, have worries and maybe they don’t have Christ’s love in their heart.

Eddie – You know we’ve talked about this in Youth group.
Zach – That’s right.  We smile, listen, pray and love.

Amanda – And if possible witness.

Rachel – God will give us the opportunity.  We’ll plant the seed and God will water it.

Eddie – Kids let’s pray and then get in place to start.

Eddie - Prays

Scene 4 – Parents witness     Blake walking down left hand aisle leading Bobby and   

Blake – Hurry kids it’s almost time for the Nativity scene.

(As they turn the corner)

Blake – Go on over and sit down in front.  I’ll watch from here.  (all children go over and sit down.  Blake walks close to Santa.  Santa watches for a few seconds and goes over to Blake)

Santa – That’s a wild bunch of kids.  They ‘bout drove me crazy a while ago.

Blake – They do tend to get excited this time of year.  There’s so much going on at school, home and here at Church.

Santa – You go to Church here?

Blake – Yes. It’s a great Church, full of loving people.  God is definitely here.

Santa – God’s here?    Never seen him.  Care to point him out to me.  Maybe he’ll put some coins in my pot.
Blake – Very funny.  (Pauses for a few seconds)  You really don’t understand about God do you.

Santa – What’s there to understand.  I don’t need God.  I’m doing fine.  

Blake – You asked me to point out God.  You see the Nativity scene over there.  Why not take a break and go over and watch.  Listen to the story.  Listen with your heart.  You laughed when I said GOD is here, he’s always with people who love him.  His spirit is  here alright.
Santa – Now why should I do that.

Blake – There’s a lot a people, the kids, parents, the minister who think it is important enough to take time to come out on a cold night to tell this story.  Maybe it’s worth 5 minutes of your time to listen.  There won’t be anyone over here by your pot anyway.

Santa – Well it beats standing up.  Come to think of it I’m simply doing what my customer asked.   If only Breianna could see me now.

Santa and Blake go sit down.

Scene 5 Nativity

Eddie – We’d like to welcome everyone to our play.  This year we are going to look at each of the participants and their role prior to reading the Christmas Story.

J.C. – I’m Joseph, the husband of Mary.  Jesus’ earthly father.  I loved Mary and when I learned she was pregnant I considered not marrying her.  God sent an angel to tell me this was part of his plan and to trust God.  I followed God’s word and married Mary.  I cared for Jesus as he grew up.  This was the most important thing I did in my life.
Nathan – I’m  one of the Shepherd’s to whom the angels appeared.    We have never seen angels before.  When they first appeared I was scared.

Brandon – We were the poorest of people in that time.  Because GOD first told us of Jesus’ birth it showed Jesus came for everyone no matter what their station in life.
Stephen – When the angels said to go find the babe, we couldn’t resist.  We had always been taught about the Messiah who would come and save his people.  We thought he would lead us against the Romans and the rich who put us down.  We later learned his true mission was to save our souls.  With the birth of the Messiah we had a reason to live, to hope, to know that a home in Heaven awaited us.
Zach – We are  the wisemen who came to see the Messiah, Jesus.  We had studied the prophet’s writings and were watching for the Jewish Messiah.  It was God’s plan for us to follow the star to bring gifts to Jesus.  These gifts were symbolic of the Lord and the single purpose of his life.  To die for us.
Dakota – When we saw the star we followed it.  On our way we met the Jewish King, who knew of the prediction of the coming Messiah and the town he was to be born in.  He was afraid of the new Messiah and asked us to betray him so he could send his soldiers to kill Jesus.  
Delaney – We bought gifts to the baby King and worshiped him.  When we left to go back home we ignored the Jewish King’s request and did not report back to him where we had found the babe, so later the Jewish King had all the 2 year old boys around Bethemlem killed.  This also was prophied.
Sarah – We play the angels sent by God to tell the world that the Savior was born.  We heralded the arrival of the Messiah. God’s glory shone all around us when we appeared and the Shepherd’s were terrified. But I told them do not be afraid for we have come to proclaim to you good news of great joy that will be for all people. Today a Savior, who is Messiah the Lord, was born for you in the city of David. This will be a sign for you: you will find a baby wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger. After this a multitude of Heavenly host appeared saying Glory to God in the highest heaven, and peace on earth to all people. This was our proclamation to the world that a Savior is born for all   fulfilling God’s plan to allow forgiveness of man’s sins.
Abby – I’m Mary, the mother of Jesus.  God honored me by having me give birth to Jesus.  I was scared but trusted God.  There’s a lot I could say about my son, the son of God.  But this sums it up.  He lived knowing in the end he would died a horrible death.   It’s one thing to die for someone you love.  Someone you know.  Jesus died for everyone.  Those who hated him, those who denied him and even those who killed him.  He died for all of us.  Everyone born after his death and yet to be born.  Don’t let his sacrifice for you go to waste.  
Eddie – I will read the Christmas story.

(During this Breianna walks down right hand side aisle)

Final Scene – 

Blake – So do you feel it.  The spirit of God.  Can you not see he loved us so much he died for us.  He wants to be here with you today.

Santa – When I was a little boy I used to look up into the sky at Christmas time wondering what the star must have looked like.  My parents never took me to Church.  They stayed in bed or worked around the house.  I thought if God wasn’t important to them why should it matter to me.  I was wrong.  They were wrong.

Blake – It’s not too late.  Eddie.  (Eddie walks over) Meet Santa.

Eddie – We’ve met.  I saw you watching the play.  What did you think. 

Santa – I think I need Jesus.  I need a new start.  I need to be in Church.  WE need to talk.

Eddie – Love to Santa.  Kids let’s gather around Santa and thank God for the opportunity to witness to our new friend.  

Santa – Bye kids.  See you Sunday. (Goes over to pot and drops something in pot)

Breianna – (Walking over from right hand side.)  Hello Mr. Wilson.  

Santa – Brianna.  Merry Christmas.  Good to see you.

Breianna – Well I’m impressed.  No complaints.  Didn’t have to bail you out of jail.  No abused animals.  Emotionally damaged children.  
Santa – I’m sorry for those things.

Breianna – (Walking over to pot)  What’s this.  A check from you.  For a thousand dollars!

Santa – I’ve made some mistakes.  This doesn’t make up for them but I think it may be a start.  Say, if God can forgive me can’t you.  You remember telling me I should visit Church….. See you Sunday.

Breianna – Not only will I see you Sunday, I’ve got a job opening I think we need to discuss Monday.  Merry Christmas Mr. Wilson.
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
