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SKIT – GOD THE FATHER 

SPEAKING TO GOD THE SON

Setting:  The lighting is extinguished except for the center spotlight which will help illuminate the cross and give Bruce light for reading.  

(_______ will use a scroll similar to the kind he read from in the Christmas program.  _________is dressed as he was during the Christmas program.)

_________:  Then Governor Pilate released a criminal named Barabbas to the crowd. But he had Jesus flogged, and handed him over to be crucified.

Two thieves were crucified with Jesus, one on his right and one on his left.  Those who passed by hurled insults at him, shaking their heads and saying, “You who are going to destroy the temple and build it in three days, save yourself! Come down from the cross, if you are the Son of God!”

In the same way the chief priests, the teachers of the law and the elders mocked him.  “He saved others,” they said, “but he can’t save himself! He’s the King of Israel! Let him come down now from the cross, and we will believe in him.  He trusts in God. Let God rescue him now if he wants him, for he said, ‘I am the Son of God.’”  In the same way the robbers who were crucified with him also heaped insults on him.

  From the sixth hour - from the hour of noon when the sun is supposed to be at its brightest - until the ninth hour or three p.m. darkness came over all the land.   And about that same time Jesus cried out in a loud voice…

(_________is seated)

Taped voice (loud as if Jesus is crying this from our center cross):  “My God, My God, why have You forsaken me?”  

(Pause of several seconds then a second taped voice):  Son, you know why.  We planned it this way before You created the heavens and the earth…before you created the stars…before you created men…men even like those who nailed you to that cross. 

Is man really worth what you are now going through?  No.  We have always known that.  Man is just a creature we made from the dust who thinks he is something when in reality he is not.  We knew that Adam would sin before we created him but we chose to create him anyway.  We knew that Adam would need a way of salvation before he ever ate the forbidden fruit but we chose to place our love upon him anyway. We did not do that because man deserves it but because of our own nature…our own nature is one of undying love, unending love!   

We chose to develop a relationship with man of our own choosing.  And today that choice has reached its highest point – it is time to finish our work even though we have always known it would come to this…to you and me being separated because of man’s sin.  

But look down at Mary, your mother of the flesh.  What choice does she have except you dying for her sins?  She can never earn forgiveness from a God as holy as us.  She can pray but that will never take away her sin.   

Look over there at John.  Do you remember last night when he listened to your heartbeat?  He loves you enough to be at this cross today but his love for you can never take away his sin.  What choice does he have except you dying for his sins?  

Son, look down also through the centuries of time…look at the faces of other people who do not even exist as of this moment but they already exist in our minds.  Look at the faces of ______ and _________.  What choice do any of them have except you dying for their sins? 

So, son, I must now abandon you because it is time for your soul to be made an offering – a sacrifice – for the sins of all mankind.  I am now going to place on you the sins of the whole world.  

That means we must now be separated.  I am holy and there is no sin in me…you, though, have now become their sin…You must now die alone…you must die as the sacrifice to take away their sin forever. 

(Pause of five seconds.)
