“We Baptists have been rocked to sleep in the cradle of grace.”  
The one item that wakes us up is God’s call to missions!  Missions is our mission!


Soulwinning tips from the Ethiopian Eunuch:

1. God has given his commission to us and to no one else (not to the angels.)  

2. God brings us in contact with people who need to hear what we already have.  

3. One person is important enough for our best effort.  Philip preached to the masses in early chapter 8...now with one!  
4. Worship is not the same as salvation – vs 28.  Are you a Christian?  Duh!!!!!  Everyone thinks they are a Christian!  
5. The Bible is a spiritual book which is not understood by the non-spiritual.  I Corinthians 2.  
· Don’t talk about non-important Bible stuff! 
· Most people need a spiritual guide to be saved.   
6. Use (quote) the Bible when presenting the gospel (The Old Testament presents the way of salvation) – vs 35.  

7. Expect God to convict while you share.  Acts 2:37
8. God will bring the sinner to the cross for his decision.  (vs 32-33 is from Isaiah 53).  

a. Question: Are we to believe in the cross or in Jesus (Jn 3:16) for salvation?  

b. Answer:  Both.  The whole reason to believe in Jesus is because of what He did for us on the cross.  God did for us what we could not do for ourselves.  Why would anyone believe in Jesus if the cross is not necessary?  
9. Don’t overemphasize baptism but don’t underemphasize baptism.  Baptism doesn’t save but then again the Bible doesn’t regard anyone as a true believer until he has been baptized.  
a. Vs 37 is omitted in the newer translations and most KJV reference Bibles indicate it is not authentic.  

b. The statement itself sounds like a practice in the early church and there is certainly nothing in it that is unbiblical.  
c. Remember: in the early church no one was baptized until they first gave a clear testimony of their faith in Jesus.  
10. Keep soulwinning after every success – vs 40.  Some are satisfied and stop.  Keep a list of people to pray for!  When one gets saved, mark that person off your list and move on! 
a. Philip was still soulwinning 20 years later – Acts 21:8-9.  

b. Philip’s daughters are also soulwinning too!   
Closing Challenge:  In October 1857 J. Hudson Taylor began to minister in Ningpo, China and he led a Mr. Nyi to Christ.  This Chinese was overjoyed and wanted to share his faith with others.  One day he asked Hudson Taylor, “How long have you had this good news in England?”  Taylor said, “For centuries.”  Mr. Nyi said, “My father died seeking the truth.  Why didn’t you come sooner?”  The missionary had no answer.
