WHEN THE PRESIDENT ARRIVES WOULD YOU BE KIND ENOUGH TO STAND AND TREAT HIS APPEARANCE AS IF IT WERE THE ACTUAL PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES? WHO KNOWS? SOMEDAY THIS FELLOW JUST MIGHT BE THE PRESIDENT.

· All of the veterans need to go through the rear doors at the end of scene _____.  This includes any veterans who may be visiting today.

· Feel free to move around and take pictures.  

· After tonight’s service we are invited to a 4th of July celebration  at the Bates ranch.  See Mike and Carol for directions. 

· Tomorrow is the 4th of July parade for the city of Ashland.    

*** SHOW MUSIC SLIDES *** from SongSelect to “Amazing Grace”.    Pastor Tom will direct the music since Robert will be with the choir.  

BEGIN AT 10:35 a.m.  (We will skip the birthdays, anniversaries, and Sunday School report until next week.)  

Congregational Song  -  “AMAZING GRACE” – all verses.  

Assemble the children during this song. It will take time to pass out the bells, etc.   

*** SHOW SLIDE 1 of 2005 Patriotic Program – The Foundation of Old America.  

GREETING:  OUR FAMOUS 7 PERSON HANDSHAKE!

 (Receive the offering.  Have a veteran lead in this prayer.  The congregation is then seated.)

Pastor:  We now present this tribute to America titled:  “The Foundation Of Old America.”

Goal:  Begin the actual program at 10:50 a.m.  

SCENE ONE 
"THE PARTICIPATION OF OUR CHILDREN”

*** SHOW SLIDE 2 *** 
Presentation by the Children’s Handbell Choir.  
*** SHOW SLIDE 3 as soon as the children finish. *** 
SCENE TWO 
"THE PURITY OF THE FLAG"


*** SHOW SLIDE 3 as soon as the children finish. *** 
(Setting: Microphone stand on the floor for the commander.  WOODEN speaker stand on the platform with a microphone is facing the audience; two chairs on the side of the platform for scene two.  Seven chairs are in place for the Ladies Aid scene.  The Narrator speaks from the stand on the platform.)

*** WHEN THE NARRATOR BEGINS READING, BEGIN THE SLIDE SHOW TITLED “AMERICAN FLAG SLIDE SHOW” –  MANUALLY ALLOCATE 10 SECONDS FOR EACH SLIDE.  LEAVE UP THE FINAL SLIDE UNTIL THE SPEAKER FINISHES. ***  
NARRATOR (Darice Sizemore – confirmed):  IF YOU WANT TO UNDERSTAND THE FOUNDATION OF AMERICA THEN I, FOR ONE, WOULD SUGGEST THAT YOU BEGIN WITH THE AMERICAN FLAG.  THE POET SAID:

"Your flag and my flag, And how it flies today,

In your land and my land, And half a world away!

Rose-red and blood-red, Its stripes forever gleam,

Snow-white and soul-white — The good fore-father's dream.

Sky-blue and true-blue, With stars that gleam aright —

The glorious guide of the day, A shelter through the night!

Your flag and my flag To every star and stripe,

The drum beats, as hearts beat, And fifers shrilly pipe.

Your flag and my flag, A blessing in the sky,

Your hope and my hope, It never hid a lie.

Home-land and far-land, And half the world around,

*** SHOW SONGSELECT ***  CONGREGATIONAL (all are seated):  America  (Verses 1, 2, 4)  At  the beginning of the last verse, three veterans enter with the flag. The flag is placed on the platform for all to see.  Upon completing the song the people remain seated and the veterans remain at the front.

COMMANDER OF VETERANS HOBIE GREENE:  ATTENTION!!!!  (Veterans come to attention)

Can Billy produce a video of a flag waving in the breeze to be shown on the screen as Hobie begins speaking?  This video/slide show should continue throughout the Star Spangled banner (to be sung below).  If not, then Billy will select a few pictures from the previous slide show of flags to display during this time.  
COMMANDER TO CONGREGATION: WOULD YOU PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA?

(All stand - pledge is recited by all as commander leads)

SONG: STAR SPANGLED-BANNER (Elizabeth Swartzwelder) – Ronnie has a tape.  Elizabeth will sing from the platform.  

(Veterans depart - congregation is seated.)

*** SHOW SLIDE 4 as soon as Elizabeth finishes her song. *** 
SCENE THREE 
"THE PURPOSE OF THE FIRST COLLEGES"

(Setting: WOODEN stand with a microphone stand (both are on the platform) is facing the audience; two chairs on the side of the platform for male students.  Seven chairs are in place for the Ladies Aid scene.  The two narrators speak from the soundboard.)

*** SHOW SLIDE 5 when narrator below begins reading *** (Slide includes a picture of Charles Hodge and Princeton University.)

Narrator #1 (Melanie Riffe – confirmed):  ONE OF THE LARGEST STONES IN AMERICA'S FOUNDATION IS THAT OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION.  WE TAKE YOU NOW INTO THE CLASSROOM OF ONE OF THE GREATEST BIBLE TEACHERS OF THE 1800'S, DR. CHARLES HODGE. THE TIME IS THE MID 1800's AT A SCHOOL THEN KNOWN WORLDWIDE FOR ITS STRONG BIBLE TEACHING - A PLACE WHERE YOUNG PREACHERS COULD BE TAUGHT THE INSPIRED, INERRANT WORD OF GOD  - A SCHOOL KNOWN AS PRINCETON THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY. 

(Students enter through piano door carrying Bibles.)

Narrator  #2 - (Treva Williams – confirmed):  COMING THROUGH THE DOOR NOW ARE TWO OF DR. HODGE'S STUDENTS. BOTH OF THESE STUDENTS ARE ON THEIR WAY TO CLASS.  STUDENTS, PARDON ME, BUT COULD YOU SHARE WITH US WHY YOU CHOSE TO ATTEND THIS PARTICULAR SCHOOL?

(Students face the audience and respond.)

Student #1 (Adam Bates – confirmed) - HAVEN'T YOU HEARD? MY REASON IS REALLY VERY SIMPLE. IT IS BECAUSE THIS SCHOOL TEACHES THE BIBLE AND I LOVE THE BIBLE (hold up) ABOVE EVERY OTHER BOOK, AND WANT TO KNOW WHAT IT SAYS.

Student #2 - EXCUSE US BUT I BELIEVE I HEAR DR. HODGE COMING NOW. HE DOESN’T LIKE TO WASTE TIME AND I'M SURE YOU'LL SEE WHY. IT’S BECAUSE THERE IS NEVER ENOUGH TIME TO TEACH THE HOLY SCRIPTURES.

(Students are seated and Dr. Hodge walks in, 

clears his voice and takes his place behind the stand.)

HODGE (Jerry Fraser – confirmed): GENTLEMEN, IT IS GOOD TO SEE YOU AGAIN TODAY. BEFORE WE BEGIN OUR STUDY LET US ASK GOD TO COME AND TEACH US. BROTHER ______, LEAD US IN PRAYER.

________ prays: LORD JESUS, WE THANK YOU TODAY FOR YOUR HOLY WORD AND FOR ALLOWING US TO OPEN ITS PAGES ONCE AGAIN. NOW OPEN OUR MINDS TO ITS WORDS AND HELP US TO OBEY YOU IN EACH AND EVERY DETAIL. IN JESUS’ NAME, AMEN.

Hodge: (loudly) AMEN AND AMEN BECAUSE THAT IS THE HELP WE MOST NEED. NOW, GENTLEMEN, PARDON ME IF YOU MUST BUT WHERE DID WE LEAVE OFF LAST TIME?

Student #1 (Adam Bates) – WE ARE TO BEGIN TODAY IN I CORINTHIANS CHAPTER 1 AND VS 30.

Hodge scratches head, smiles: OH YES, ONE OF MY FAVORITE VERSES. HERE IS WHAT THE BIBLE SAYS (Holds scriptures high but reads from this sheet) (Students nod heads in agreement, take notes, mumble at times, “That is good.”)

*** SHOW SLIDE 6 ***  Hodge:  Verse 30 says, But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification and redemption.  Young men, remember that, “To be in Christ Jesus is to be united to him, first, representatively as we were in Adam, second, vitally as a branch is in the vine, and third, consciously and voluntarily by faith.  Do you understand that?  

Notice the phrase, Of him ye are in Christ Jesus. Your conversion or sav​ing union with Christ is not due to yourselves; it is not because you are wiser, or better, or more diligent than others that you are thus distinguished.  This is the turning point in theology.  God makes men see that the fact they are in Christ is due to him and not to themselves.  Do you understand that?  

*** SHOW SLIDE 7 highlighting righteousness ***  The second effect of union with Christ is righteousness and sanctification.  Righteousness is that which satisfies the demands of God’s law as a rule of justification; sanctification, or holiness, is that which satisfies the law as a rule of duty. Christ is both to us. He is our righteousness, because by his obedience and death he has fully satisfied the demands of justice, so that we are now “the righteousness of God in him.” When we stand before the judgment-seat of God, Christ will answer for us; he will present his own infinite merit as the all-sufficient reason for our justification.  

*** SHOW SLIDE 8 highlighting sanctification ***  Christ is also our sanctification.  His Spirit dwells in all his people as the Spirit of holiness, so that they are transformed into his likeness from glory to glory. Wherever the Spirit dwells, there are the fruits of the Spirit. 

*** SHOW SLIDE 9 highlighting redemption ***  (Begin walking away and continue reading from this sheet.)  The third effect is redemption, i.e. deliverance from evil. This term sometimes includes all the benefits received from Christ. When he is called our Redeemer he is present​ed as our deliverer from guilt, from hell, from sin, from the power of Satan, even from the grave.

(All characters freeze at this point 

until the end of the scene.)

Narrator #1 (Melanie Riffe):  WHAT LESSON CAN WE LEARN FROM THIS? SIMPLY THAT IN THE BEGINNING IN OUR GRADE SCHOOLS AND IN OUR HIGH SCHOOLS AND IN OUR COLLEGES IT WAS TEACHINGS ABOUT GOD.  BELIEVE IT OR NOT THAT IS THE REASON MANY OF THESE SCHOOLS CAME INTO EXISTENCE. IT WAS TO GIVE YOUNG PREACHERS THE OPPORTUNITY TO STUDY THE HOLY SCRIPTURES.

*** SHOW SLIDE 10 ***  Narrator  #2 (Treva Williams):  TAKE HARVARD FOR INSTANCE. IN HIS LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT MR. JOHN HARVARD GAVE THESE RULES TO BE FOLLOWED:  LET EVERY STUDENT BE PLAINLY INSTRUCTED AND EARNESTLY PRESSED TO CONSIDER WELL THE MAIN ENDS OF HIS LIFE AND STUDIES: TO KNOW GOD AND JESUS CHRIST WHICH IS ETERNAL LIFE AND THEREFORE TO LAY CHRIST IN THE BOTTOM AS THE ONLY FOUNDATION OF ALL KNOWLEDGE AND LEARNING AND SEE THE LORD ONLY GIVETH WISDOM."

*** SHOW SLIDE 11 ***  Narrator #1 (Melanie Riffe):  YOU MAY EVEN BE SURPRISED TO KNOW THAT COLUMBIA UNIVERSITY WAS FOUNDED FOR THE SAME REASON. THIS SCHOOL PLACED AN ADVERTISEMENT IN THE  NEW YORK GAZETTE WHICH STATED: 'THE CHIEF THINGS THAT ARE AIMED AT IN THIS COLLEGE ARE TO TEACH AND ENGAGE THE CHILDREN TO KNOW GOD AND JESUS CHRIST AND TO LOVE AND TO SERVE HIM IN ALL SOBRIETY, GODLINESS, RIGHTEOUSNESS, IN LIFE WITH A PERFECT HEART AND A WILLING MIND."

*** SHOW SLIDE 12 ***  Narrator  #2 (Treva Williams):  Eleazar Wheelock, a Congregational minister from Connecticut, founded Dartmouth College in 1769 and served as its first president.  HE SAID: 'DARTMOUTH COLLEGE WAS CONCEIVED IN THE FERVOR OF A RELIGIOUS REVIVAL AND BORN IN THE THROES OF A GREAT MISSIONARY ZEAL DEDICATED TO CHRIST, OUR REDEEMER.  
Narrator #1 (Melanie Riffe):  ALL OF THIS IS HOW IT USED TO BE BUT, SAD TO SAY, IT IS THIS WAY NO LONGER. LET US THEREFORE REMEMBER OUR RELIGIOUS PAST...LET US ALSO PRAY THAT IT MIGHT BE THIS WAY ONCE AGAIN EVEN IN THE SCHOOLS OF OUR FAIR CITY.

Narrator  #2 (Treva Williams):  DR. HODGE, WOULD YOU PLEASE PRAY FOR OUR SCHOOLS?

(Activity resumes.  Hodge kneels, students kneel. Hodge prays “Lord, Teach America To Pray!”)

And as her flag unfurls on high 

Its starry splendor to the sky, 

May we, in grateful thanks to Thee 

Who gave to us this land so free, 

Preserve her freedom in Thy way. 

Lord, teach America to pray!

May our good land be true and just, 

Her motto ever "In God We Trust." 

May she be guided by Thy Word, 

Thy wisdom in her halls be heard. 

May all who love her plead today, 

Lord, teach America to pray!

In Jesus’name. Amen.

(return to seats)

PROJECTOR ROOM:  SHOW THE SLIDES TITLED “VETERAN’S PRESENTATION.”  These slides are on a timer and contain pictures of our folks who served in the military.  When they are finished, please return to the previous program.  

SCENE FOUR 
"THE PRIVILEGE OF FREEDOM"

*** SHOW SLIDE 13 ***  (Setting: remove the two side chairs, the pulpit stand, and microphone stand from center stage but leave the seven chairs.  Jeanne will use the pastor’s cordless.  Arrange a handheld cordless microphone for the soloist.  The two narrators will read from the soundboard.)    
NARRATOR #1 (Jan Lewis - confirmed):  THE YOUNG SOLDIER STAGGERED INTO CAMP FROM THE BATTLE.  WOUNDED AND EXHAUSTED HE FELL AT THE FEET OF A COMRAD. THE COMRAD ASKED, "HOW DOES THE BATTLE GO?"  THE WOUNDED SOLDIER REPLIED, "THE ROAD RUNS RED FROM WHENCE I CAME."

NARRATOR #2 (Cindy Egleston – confirmed): SO IT IS WITH US AS WELL. TODAY THE ROAD WHICH WE TRAVEL RUNS RED WITH THE BLOOD OF THOSE THAT CAME THIS WAY BEFORE US. THE FREEDOMS WHICH WE ENJOY TODAY IN AMERICA WERE NOT GIVEN TO US ON A SILVER PLATTER. THEY WERE BOUGHT AND PAID FOR WITH BLOOD, SWEAT, AND TEARS OF A PEOPLE WHO WOULD NOT BACK DOWN IN THE FACE OF DANGER. INSTEAD THEY STOOD AND DEFENDED THE RIGHT TO BE FREE. 

(JEANNE CARTER ENTERS THROUGH THE ORGAN DOOR, AND POSITIONS HERSELF ON THE PLATFORM NEAR THE ORGAN.  SHE IS WEARING THE CORDLESS.)

NARRATOR #1 (Jan Lewis):  THOUGH MANY OF THEM DIED IN PRISON OR IN SLAVERY THESE PEOPLE OF OURS WERE FREE IN THEIR HEARTS. TODAY SHE STANDS IN NEW YORK HARBOR WITH FREEDOM'S TORCH RAISED TO THE SKY. ACROSS THE YEARS AND EVEN THIS YEAR SHE HAS GREETED OUR SOLDIER BOYS WITH OPEN ARMS. THOUSANDS HAVE BOWED AT HER FEET AND KISSED THE GROUND WHERE SHE STANDS BECAUSE OF THEIR LOVE FOR FREEDOM.

NARRATOR #2 (Cindy Egleston): AT HER FEET WE READ THESE WORDS: 

JEANNE:  GIVE ME YOUR TIRED; YOUR POOR, YOUR HUDDLED MASSES, YEARNING TO BREATHE FREE. THE WRETCHED REFUSE OF YOUR TEEMING SHORE, SEND THESE, THE HOMELESS, TEMPTEST TOSSED TO ME.  I LIFT MY LAMP BESIDE THE OPEN DOOR.

NARRATOR #2 (Cindy Egleston): All of this reminds us of another who said nearly 2000 years ago, GIVE ME ALSO YOUR TIRED, YOUR POOR, YOUR HUDDLED MASSES YEARNING TO BE FREE. THE SAME ONE WHO SAID, COME UNTO ME AND YOU SHALL KNOW THE TRUTH AND THE TRUTH SHALL SET YOU FREE. THE SAME ONE WHO SAID, COME UNTO ME, ALL YOU THAT LABOR AND ARE HEAVY LADEN, AND I WILL GIVE YOU REST. THE SAME ONE WHO SAID, COME, BUY AND EAT; YES, COME, BUY WINE AND MILK WITHOUT MONEY AND WITHOUT PRICE. THE SAME ONE WHO CLOSED THE BOOK OF HIS OWN REVELATION BY SAYING, COME. LET HIM THAT HEARS COME. LET HIM THAT IS THIRSTY COME. AND WHOEVER WILL, LET HIM COME TO THE CROSS AND TAKE THE WATER OF LIFE FREELY.  

NARRATOR #1 (Jan Lewis):  Yes, the road to that freedom - to that freedom from hell, from sin, and the devil is also red from whence I came. IT IS THE RED CRIMSON FLOW OF THE CROSS OF CALVARY.

(Song: STATUE OF LIBERTY by Neil Enloe.  This song is sung on the platform near the piano.)

(Soloist on vs 1 places hand over heart, faces Statue of Liberty in his pledge. On vs 2 *** SHOW SLIDE 14 *** the cross is shown on the screen; the soloist and Statue both face the cross with the hand over their own hearts.)

Song finished - stage is emptied – end of scene.
*** SHOW SLIDE 15 as soon as the song is finished. Count to fifteen then go to SLIDE 16. ***

SCENE FIVE 
"THE PRIVILEGE OF WORK"

*** SHOW SLIDE 16 *** bearing the words, “1861 LADIES AID SOCIETY.”   

(SETTING:  SEVEN CHAIRS ON THE PLATFORM FOR THE LADIES. WOODEN STAND FOR THE MODERATOR (need the sound of the gavel on wood).   NO ADDITIONAL MICROPHONES FOR THE PRESIDENT.)  

(Ladies: Anita Meyers, Chriss Greene, Mary Riggle, Wendy Belcher, Jewel Mason, Regina Hill, Jeanette Whitt)
(As the ladies come to the front they gab about how good an activity this will be - oh, yes, yes, says one, the president is coming today).

MODERATOR (Anita Meyers - confirmed):  (strikes pulpit with gavel): LADIES, I CALL THIS MEETING TO ORDER. ONE OF THE GREAT STONES IN AMERICA'S FOUNDATION IS THAT REGARDING THE PRINCIPLE OF WORK. YES, OF THAT SWEAT AND TOIL WHICH WE CALL HUMAN LABOR. WENDY, COME AND READ US WHAT THE GOOD BOOK SAYS.  

READER (Wendy Belcher – confirmed):  THE BIBLE SAYS IN THE BOOK OF II THESSALONIANS CHAPTER 3, "THIS WE COMMAND YOU THAT IF ANY DO NOT WORK NEITHER SHOULD THEY EAT. FOR WE HEAR THAT THERE ARE SOME WHO WALK AMONG YOU DISORDERLY, WORKING NOT AT ALL, BUT ARE INSTEAD BUSYBODIES. WE COMMAND THEM THAT THEY WORK WITH QUIETNESS AND EAT THEIR OWN BREAD. BUT BE NOT WEARY IN WELL DOING.  AND LADIES, BE NOT WEARY IN WELL DOING MEANS NEVER EVER QUIT."

MODERATOR:  SOME OF YOU HERE ARE NOW HAVING IT MIGHTY TOUGH. MANY OF OUR HUSBANDS ARE AWAY FIGHTING THE SOUTH OVER THE CAUSE OF SLAVERY. THIS MEANS YOU MUST OFTEN WORK UNTIL LATE IN THE NIGHT.

MODERATOR:  LADIES, LET ME ENCOURAGE YOU TO REMEMBER THE WORDS OF OUR OWN THOMAS EDISON.  I TELL YOU THAT MAN IS DESTINED FOR GREATNESS.   HE SAID, 'WORK IS MEASURED NOT BY HOURS BUT BY WHAT IS ACCOMPLISHED.'  THOMAS EDISON ALWAYS KEEPS A CLOCK WITHOUT HANDS ON HIS DESK. HE BELIEVES THAT REWARDING WORK CALLS FOR 2% INSPIRATION AND 98% PERSPIRATION.

MODERATOR:  ONE OF HIS HEROES, SIR ISAAC NEWTON SELDOM WENT TO BED BEFORE 2 A.M.  THE MISSIONARY, DAVID LIVINGSTONE WORKED IN A FACTORY FROM 6:00 A.M. UNTIL 8:00 P.M.  THEN HE WENT TO NIGHT SCHOOL FOR TWO HOURS AND STUDIED FAR INTO THE NIGHT UNTIL HIS MOTHER TOOK HIS BOOKS FROM HIM!

MODERATOR:   LADIES, THE POET SAID:

HEIGHTS BY GREAT MEN WON AND KEPT

WERE NOT ATTAINED BY SUDDEN FLIGHT, 

BUT THEY, WHILE THEIR COMPANIONS SLEPT, 

WERE TOILING UPWARD IN THE NIGHT.

MODERATOR: LADIES, I HATE TO SAY IT BUT THE WAY OUR COUNTRY IS GOING IT WON'T BE LONG UNTIL OUR PEOPLE ARE ACTUALLY ASKING TO BE OFF SATURDAY AS WELL AS SUNDAY!

(All ladies gasp as if worst news ever heard!)

MODERATOR:   BUT TODAY WE COME FOR THE BEST SPEAKER OF ALL. LADIES, BEHIND ME,  LADIES AND GENTLEMEN IN OUR FAIR AUDIENCE, MAY I ASK YOU TO STAND WITH ME AND WELCOME TO OUR MEETING THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, PRESIDENT ABRAHAM LINCOLN!

(All rise as HAIL TO THE CHIEF is played and Lincoln enters from rear, shaking hands with the people on his way up the aisle. Lincoln reaches the platform, waits patiently as MODERATOR introduces him.)

MODERATOR:   MR. PRESIDENT, IT IS A MOST DELIGHTFUL PLEASURE TO HAVE YOU WITH US TODAY TO ADDRESS THIS MEETING OF OUR LADIES AID SOCIETY. OUR THEME TODAY IS “WORK FOR THE NIGHT IS COMING."  WOULD YOU NOW SPEAK TO US?

(Lincoln moves to podium, moderator is seated)

LINCOLN (Jacob Ball – confirmed): LADIES OF THIS DISTINGUISHED SOCIETY - LADIES AND GENTLEMEN IN THE CONGREGATION NOW BEFORE ME - I BELIEVE ALL OF US HAVE HEARD ABOUT THE TEN COMMANDMENTS WHICH ARE IN THE BIBLE. THOSE TEN COMMANDMENTS SPEAK ABOUT OUR MANNER OF LIFE FROM THE CRADLE TO THE GRAVE. HOWEVER, TODAY I WANT TO ADDRESS ONLY ONE ELEMENT OF LIFE - THE RELATIONSHIP OF WORK TO PROSPERITY AND HOW THAT SOMEDAY AMERICA CAN EXCEED GREAT BRITAIN AND THE REST OF EUROPE IN ITS ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITIES FOR ALL.

LINCOLN: LISTEN CLOSELY WHILE I GIVE TO YOU MY LIST OF TEN CANNOT'S.  

· NUMBER ONE: YOU CANNOT BRING ABOUT PROSPERITY BY DISCOURAGING THRIFT. 

· NUMBER TWO: YOU CANNOT STRENGTHEN THE WEAK BY WEAKENING THE STRONG. 

· NUMBER THREE: YOU CANNOT HELP SMALL MEN BY TEARING DOWN BIG MEN. 

· NUMBER FOUR: YOU CANNOT HELP THE POOR BY DESTROYING THE RICH. 

· NUMBER FIVE: YOU CANNOT LIFT THE WAGE EARNER BY PULLING DOWN THE WAGE PAYER. 

· NUMBER SIX: YOU CANNOT KEEP OUT OF TROUBLE BY SPENDING MORE THAN YOUR INCOME. DO YOU AGREE WITH THAT? (look around for agreement)

· NUMBER SEVEN: YOU CANNOT FURTHER THE BROTHERHOOD OF MEN BY INCITING CLASS HATRED.

· NUMBER EIGHT: YOU CANNOT ESTABLISH SOUND SECURITY ON BORROWED MONEY. 

· NUMBER NINE: YOU CANNOT BUILD CHARACTER AND COURAGE BY TAKING AWAY A MAN'S INITIATIVE.

· NUMBER TEN: YOU CANNOT REALLY HELP MEN BY HAVING THE GOVERNMENT TAX THEM TO DO FOR THEM WHAT THEY CAN AND SHOULD DO FOR THEMSELVES.

Lincoln: TO PUT IT SIMPLY: WE NEED A GOVERNMENT OF THE PEOPLE, BY THE PEOPLE, AND FOR THE PEOPLE. THEREFORE, LADIES I ENCOURAGE YOU TO SAY THIS PRAYER:

I AM BUT ONE, BUT I AM ONE.

I CANNOT DO EVERYTHING, 
BUT I CAN DO SOMETHING. 

WHAT I CAN DO I OUGHT TO DO

AND WHAT I OUGHT TO DO, 

WITH GOD'S HELP, I WILL DO.

 THANK YOU, LADIES, AND GOD BLESS YOU." 

(all stand, applaud, music (Hail to the Chief) resumes as Lincoln and the ladies exit.)

SCENE SIX 

"THE OLD CAMP MEETING”


*** SHOW SLIDE 17 *** (Can the song be played on an acoustic guitar, even two or three, instead of the piano?)
NARRATOR (Bill Nolte – confirmed – speaks from the soundboard):  Camp meetings – how can we talk about the foundation of old America and forget the old camp meetings?  Many communities on the East Coast were founded by people seeking religious freedom from the religious persecutions in Europe.  

As time passed those people began to move westward.  They left behind much of the stiffness associated with the European church services and in so doing the services became more Americanized…more in line with the culture of those people whom were migrating west.  

This gave rise to the old camp meetings of the 1800’s.   These services could not be found anywhere else in the world.  They were services peculiar to America and from time to time we still hear of camp meeting tent revivals in our area.  

Those church services were known for their freedom of expression, for their happy songs, for the clapping of the hands, and shouting praises to our Lord.  They weren’t afraid to be emotional and well, if you weren’t a little emotional then they thought you were dead and ready to be buried!  

Time didn’t mean anything to them…nor did the preacher saying “Ain’t” either…nor did wearing overalls and bonnets and having four dogs asleep under the building.  

The people came in their wagons for one purpose and that was to worship the Lord Jesus Christ who died on the cross to save them from their sins.  

Let’s go back in time to one of those old camp meetings from the 1800’s.  If you have two hands then put them to good use and let’s clap together as we sing one of those old camp meeting songs, “It Musta Been The Hand Of The Lord.”  


Have you been saved?  Do you remember the day of the week it happened?  We will sing a verse about each day of the week beginning on Monday.  If you were saved on Monday then stand during that particular verse.  If you were saved on Tuesday then stand during that particular verse.  And if you don’t remember what day it was then you can pick any day of the week but be sure you pick a day when the hand of the Lord touched you.  

Let’s go to camp meeting!    

(Song: “Musta Been The Hand Of The Lord.”  
Words appear on the screen as follows:

CHOIR SINGS _________________.  
SCENE SEVEN
"A PAGE FROM OUR PAST”

(Setting:  Place two microphone stands and reading stands on floor level (piano and organ side) to be used for the narrators and commander.)

*** SHOW SLIDE 28 ***  Show this slide only until the narrators finish their readings.  Then switch immediately to “A Tribute to Those who Served - 2005.”  See the next note below!    

Narrator #1 (Larry Brown – confirmed): YES, IT IS TRUE THAT AMERICA HAS CHANGED. I BELIEVE FAR TOO MANY OF US HAVE FORGOTTEN THE PATTERN OF OUR YOUTHFUL YEARS. WE HAVE FORGOTTEN THE DEAR PRICE OF LIBERTY THAT ALLOWS US TO BE HERE TODAY. WE HAVE APPARENTLY FORGOTTEN THE PRINCIPLE OF WORK AND THAT NOTHING IS GIVEN TO US FREE. WE HAVE EVEN FORGOTTEN THE PRIVILEGE OF FEEEDOM, THAT FREEDOM IS NOT THE RIGHT TO DO AS WE PLEASE BUT RATHER IT IS THE OPPORTUNITY TO DO RIGHT. THEN, AS ONE LOOK INTO OUR SCHOOLS WILL REVEAL, WE HAVE ALSO FORGOTTEN THAT THE PURPOSE OF TRUE EDUCATION IS TO TEACH MAN HOW TO FEAR GOD AND KEEP HIS COMMANDMENTS.

Narrator #2 (Leona Brown – confirmed): MAYBE WHAT WE MOST NEED IS TO BE REMINDED ONCE AGAIN OF THE WORDS OF PRESIDENT HERBERT HOOVER. PRESIDENT HOOVER ONCE SAID:  "MY COUNTRY OWES ME NOTHING. IT GAVE ME, AS IT GIVES EVERY BOY AND GIRL, A CHANCE. IT GIVES ME SCHOOLING, INDEPENDENCE OF ACTION, OPPORTUNITY FOR SERVICE, AND HONOR. IN NO OTHER LAND COULD A BOY FROM A COUNTRY VILLAGE, WITHOUT INHERITANCE OR INFLUENTIAL FRIENDS, LOOK FORWARD WITH UNBOUNDED HOPE.  IT IS NOW TIME THAT WE PAY TRIBUTE TO THOSE WHO UNDERSTAND THAT VITALLY IMPORTANT PRINCIPLE. WE NOW PAY TRIBUTE TO THOSE WHO HAVE SERVED.

 (After the narrator finishes, the organist now plays the first verse from “The Battle Hymn of the Republic.”   Please repeat the chorus until all of the veterans have lined across the front.  Then stop...total silence as the slides are viewed.)
Note:  Sharon must know how many veterans go left and right so there is no confusion at the front.  (Suggestion:  Give them a note with the letter R and L on the note to indicate their direction.  The veterans will make a line across the front of the church.)  

(LIGHTING:  The front chandelier is turned all the way down.  The veterans enter down the piano aisle - some are in wheelchairs - crippled - wounded – it is these who have fought for our freedom.)

(PROJECTOR CREW:  As soon as you see the first veteran moving down the aisle to the front, please begin the slide presentation titled “A Tribute to Those who Served - 2005.” It is on a timer so it will run until it is finished.  It will begin with an enormous flag and finish with a black slide.  You will then need to immediately switch to the file “We Salute Our Veterans.”)

COMMANDER (Hobie Greene) TO PASTOR:   BROTHER PASTOR, IT HAS BEEN A PLEASURE FOR ME TO SERVE THE FLAG OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.  I HOLD IN MY HANDS THE ROLL OF THOSE OF OUR CHURCH NUMBER PLUS THEIR RELATIVES AND LOVED ONES WHO HAVE SERVED THE FLAG AND SERVED IT GALLANTLY THROUGH THESE MANY YEARS.  IT IS WITH GREAT HONOR THAT I NOW PRESENT THIS LIST TO YOU.  ATTENTION!!!

(All of the soldiers come to attention facing the flag as the pastor takes the list – the pastor will pause and allow the commander to put the men at ease.)

INSTRUCTIONS:  

1. Projection Room:  Begin the file titled 2005 List of Veterans.  Names are displayed on the screen.)
2. Music:  Two stages:
a. Sound Room:  Play Tracks one and Two on the cd titled “On This Day.”  These tracks total three minutes and four seconds.  
b. Linda will wait until the female singing Track Two finishes then, if necessary, begin playing the chorus of “Battle Hymn of the Republic” until the slide show is finished.  See Pastor T during the practice to determine if this step is still necessary.  It will depend upon how many slides we need to display the names.   

(Upon completion of the slide show: )

Pastor:  IT IS THESE WHO HAVE PLEDGED THEIR ALLEGIANCE TO THIS FLAG - WHO HAVE FOUGHT TO KEEP US FREE.  SOME HAVE FOUGHT AND SUFFERED; OTHERS HAVE FOUGHT AND DIED.  AS WE HAVE ALL LEARNED TODAY, THERE IS A COST TO FREEDOM.  IT IS TO THEM THAT WE PAY THIS SPECIAL TRIBUTE.

(Prayer of thanksgiving by one of the veterans (___________).

*** SHOW SLIDES From SongSelect for “Battle Hymn of the Republic” (Try to use both the piano and organ.  Verses 1, 2, and 4 – the last chorus is sung without instruments.  As we sing the veterans move to the doors to be recognized by the congregation as the congregation departs.)

Plan on finishing with “Proud To Be An American”.  How to do?  
PROJECTION:  We will not close with “The Family of God.”  I suggest showing “A Tribute to Those Who Served” again.  Some will linger at the display tables, etc.  Others will wish to see what they missed on the screen.  Use your own discretion on this.
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
