THE BIBLE TEACHES that all born-again believers are kept by the power of God and are thus secure in Christ forever.

Lockyer:  “What rest of faith is ours if we know that we are not only saved by also safe! They seem to think that although saved one day they may be lost the next!  Thus, they must strive and struggle to keep their salvation.
