What the Bible Teaches About Jesus Christ

THE BIBLE TEACHES that the Lord Jesus Christ, the eternal Son of God, became man, without ceasing to be God.  He was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the virgin Mary.  In this manner Christ took upon Himself the nature of humanity yet was without sin.

FURTHERMORE, THE BIBLE TEACHES that Christ perfectly fulfilled the law, suffered, and died upon the cross for the salvation of sinners.  He was buried, arose the third day, ascended to His Father, and is presently exalted at the Father’s right hand.  Now, as our High Priest, He is making intercession for us.  

Phillips Brooks:  “I am far within the mark when I say that all the armies that have ever marched, and all the navies that ever were built, and all the parliaments that ever sat, and all the kings that ever reigned, put together, have not affected the life of man upon this earth as powerfully as that one solitary life – the life of Christ.”

I. Jesus Christ has a past but no beginning.  “…the eternal Son of God…”  


(see Micah 5:2. John 1:1)

II. Jesus Christ became man but was no less than God.  “…became man without ceasing to be God…”  (see John 1:14, 8:58, 17:5)

III. Jesus Christ was born of a woman but had no earthly father.  “…conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the virgin Mary…”  (see Matthew 1:23-25)

No wonder one of the old divines said, “ I can scarce get past His cradle in my wondering to wonder at His cross.  The infant Jesus is in some views a greater marvel than Jesus with the purple robe and the crown of thorns.”

IV. Jesus Christ was a man like us but had no sin.  “…took upon Himself the nature of humanity

 yet was without sin…”  

(see Hebrews 4:15-16, Luke 1:35 “holy person,” I John 3:5, Luke 23:41) 

V. Jesus Christ lived under the Old Testament Law but broke no law.  “…perfectly fulfilled the law…”  (Galatians 4:4-5, Matthew 5:17-18, Ephesians 2:18-19)

VI. Jesus Christ died for sin but set us free from sin.  “died for the salvation of sinners…”

(see II Corinthians 5:21, Isaiah 53:6, I Peter 1:18-19)

VII.
Jesus Christ was placed in the grave but no grave could hold Him!   “…buried, arose the third 

day…”   (see Matthew 28, Revelation 1:18) 

Lockyer:  “The Resurrection was an evidence that God was satisfied with the death of the cross.  It was


His seal upon the perfection of Christ’s work.  But Christ arose from the dead and is alive 


forevermore to make the cross actual in our lives.  The declaration is in the perfect tense ‘He hath

 
been raised’ – raised to die no more (Luke 24:5-6)”

VIII. Jesus Christ is on the throne but not His own throne.  “…presently exalted at the Father’s right hand…”  (see Revelation 3:21. Philippians 2:9-11, Luke 1:32)

IX.      Jesus Christ intercedes for sinners but no court has ever ruled against Him.  “…making intercession for us…”  (see I John 2:2, Hebrews 4:16, 9:11-15)
