What the Bible Teaches About Salvation

The Bible Teaches that we are saved by grace and grace alone, through faith and faith alone, in the shed blood of Jesus Christ on Calvary’s cross.

The Bible Teaches that in order to be saved sinners must be regenerated or born again.  By this process believing sinners receive the divine nature of God which is evidenced by repentance, faith, and newness of life.

The Bible Teaches that justification is the legal act of God whereby He justly declares and treats as righteous the one who believes in Jesus Christ.  Through justification the believer stands before God totally forgiven of all sin.  

I. SALVATION REQUIRES FAITH IN THE BLOOD OF THE CROSS

A. Faith’s definition – Torrey says:  “To believe God is to rely upon or have unhesitating assurance of the truth of God’s testimony, even though it is unsupported by any other evidence, and to rely upon and have unfaltering assurance of the fulfillment of His promises, even though everything seems against fulfillment.”

B. Faith’s synonyms (look – Isaiah 45:22;  receive – John 1:12;  believe – John 6:47).

C. Faith’s necessity – John 3:36.

D. Faith’s object – Romans 3:25.

II. SALVATION REQUIRES REGENERATION IN THE HEART OF MAN – Titus 3:5

Lockyer:  “Regeneration is not merely a change of opinion, habit, or mode of life, but the impartation of a new disposition, aim, or outlook.”

A. Regeneration is a new or second birth (John 1:13, 3:3).

B. Regeneration is a cleansing process (John 3:5, Ezekiel 36:25).

C. Regeneration is a life-giving process ( Ephesians 2:1, 5, 7).

D. Regeneration is a new creation ( II Corinthians 5:17, Galatians 6:15).

E. Regeneration is a spiritual resurrection into a new life (Romans 6:4-6).

III.       SALVATION REQUIRES JUSTIFICATION IN THE COURTS OF HEAVEN (Romans 3:26)

A. Justification is necessary because a holy God cannot have fellowship with an unholy creation (Romans 3:23,  II Corinthians 6:14,  Romans 1:18).

B. Justification is necessary because sinful man cannot meet the righteous demands of a holy God (Jeremiah 17:9,  Isaiah 64:6).

C. Justification is necessary in order to turn a hellbound sinner into a heavenbound saint (Romans 3:22-26).

D. Justification means that every saint will stand faultless before God (Jude 24, Ephesians 5:27).
